46" Annual Western Canadian Hungarian Folk Festival

The Regina Balaton Hungarian Dancers and the Regina Hungarian Cultural and
Social Club are proud to be hosting the 46" Western Canadian Hungarian Folk
Festival (WCHFF) from October 11%" to October 13", 2024.

The Western Canadian Hungarian Folk Festival (WCHFF), which began in 1979, is
held annually on the Thanksgiving Day long weekend, alternating between
different Western Canadian host cities each year. The festival is comprised of 9
member groups from across western Canada.

The festival plays a significant role in encouraging the continuation of Hungarian
folk dance, music, song, customs and language in the Hungarian community of
Regina as well as Western Canada. The festival events are open to the general
public with guests and participants attending from Canada, Hungary and the
United States. The event draws approximately 200 dancers and musicians.

The festival weekend will include dance, music and handicraft workshops, and
nightly Tanchaz (dance house, a traditional community dance party). Saturday
evening will feature a dinner and Tanchaz at the Regina Balaton Cultural and Social
Club in celebration of the Regina Balaton Hungarian Dance Groups 50"
Anniversary, and Sunday evening will feature a gala performance at Dark Hall,
where all participating grounds will have the opportunity to perform for one
another and adjudicators from Hungary. Audience attendance is expected to be
300+ attendees.

Since the inception of the Regina Hungarian Cultural and Social Club in 1922,
Hungarian folk dancing has always been the focal point of culture in the Regina
Hungarian Club. The Regina Balaton Hungarian Dancers was officially formed in
1974 and is comprised of both junior and senior dance groups. The dancers
perform regularly throughout the year at commemorative events, MOSAIC — A
Festival of Cultures, and other events in Regina and throughout the province. In
August 2005, the dancers represented the Hungarian culture at the opening
ceremonies of the 2005 Canada Summer Games. In August 2007 and 2011, the
dancers had the privilege to be guest performers at the Csangé Festival, in
Jaszberény, Hungary. In August 2013, the dancers were guest participants of the
Hungarian Expatriate Youth Gathering in Budapest, Hungary. They performed at 3
events throughout the week (Budapest, Godollo, and Székesfehérvar), and



participated in cultural activities with Hungarian folk dancers from Europe and
South America.

The Western Canadian Hungarian Folk Festival is a wonderful means of sharing
and celebrating the Hungarian culture within our community.
